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Mohd Adam of Kaushanbi
won the gold medal in U-

10 boys’ category in the 1st
National Javelin Day (Uttar
Pradesh) Competition 2022
organised under the aegis of
UP Athletics Association at
Green Park Stadium here on
Sunday. Amita of Mainpuri
did the same in girls’ category.
The championship was organ-
ised to mark the victory of
Neeraj Chopra in Olympics all
over the country. Secretary of

UPAA PK Srivastava inaugu-
rated the event while Dy
Director, UP Sports
Directorate, Mudrika Pathak
awarded medals to winners.
Shubham of Ghazipur and
Kavita of Etawah won the gold
medals in U-12 (boys and
girls) category respectively. Dr
Devesh Dubey, Madan Gopal,
Arvind Nautiyal, Anand
Upadhyaya and Mohit Dubey
among others were present on
the occasion. 

JEE (MAIN) RESULTS: As
many as 10 students of Kanpur

have made the city proud by
scoring an impressive 99 per-
centile and above in the second
session of the JEE (Main) 2022
examination. 

The results were
announced by the National
Testing Agency. This was the
last of the two Joint entrance
exams for engineering  held
this year. The top scorers are
Rishit Mehrotra with 99.77,
Aviral Sharma 99.69, Kushagra
Gupta 99.55, Shivansh Kandpal
399.54 and Adarsh Pal 99.51
amongst others. 
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The Cantonment Board
will carry out the repair

of its five dilapidated roads
with an investment of Rs 1
crore.

7.26 lakh. In the Infectious
Disease (ID) ward shed and
kitchen will be constructed.
Iron grill with an invest-

ment of Rs 6.90 lakh will be
laid opposite Circuit House
while a parking space will be
constructed in front of St
Aloysius School at a cost of
Rs 4.20 lakh. The Board also
decided to lay grill between
Mashal and Shankh Chowk.
Apart from repairing of tube-
wells No 3 and 4 footpath of
Priyadarshini Park will be
constructed with an invest-
ment of Rs 7.80 lakh. 

The Board will carry out
development works worth
Rs 21.80 lakh under the
Ganga bridge while Rs 13
lakh will be spent on repair
of staff quarters. The con-
struction of shed in Ramlila
Ground will be carried out
with the MLA’s discretionary
fund. 

The members  a lso
resolved that in the series of

programmes being organ-
ised to mark the Azadi Ka
Amrit Mahotsav celebrations,
all crossings, park, school

and offices of Cantonment
Board will be illuminated in
tricolour. Brig Nanda Kumar
K, CEO Anul Goel, MLA

Mohd Hasan Rumi and nom-
inated member Lakhan Lal
Omar were present in the
board meeting. 
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KAMP — Knowledge and
Awareness Mapping Platform con-

ducted a special workshop on “Finding
a way through curious minds” where
over 700 students between classes V
and XII from different schools across
India participated. The main aim of
this workshop was to help the students
in developing curiosity within them
concerning the minute things in their
environment. It was conducted by
Saumya Seth, an engineer, academic
expert in Science and a teacher at Dr

Virendra Swarup Education Centre,
Kanpur.

Seth said “It is no surprise that stu-
dents are generally and naturally curi-
ous and the teachers around them pro-
vide them with different ways to ignite
that curiosity with fun activities. There
is a scientist hidden in all of us, it’s just
that we don’t give time to nurture it.
Thus, to learn science with fun, we
have to start observing simple things
around us and question how it works.”

The workshop stressed on asking
questions such as why things were the
way they were and seeking answers in

the treasure of science.  She started the
session with the well-known proverb
“Necessity is the mother of all inven-
tions”. She defined the proverb for the
students stating that the basis of the
growth of modern inventions all came
from science. 

The students were then asked
questions on science which stirred the
minds of the students. She also tried
to develop an inquisitive mind with
enhanced skills such as thinking, rea-
soning, observing, exploring, investi-
gating etc.KAMP was an Initiative and
Knowledge Alliance of the Council of

Scientific  and Industrial Research
(CSIR), National Institute of Science
Communication and Policy Research
(NISCPR) and industrial partner M/S
Nysa Communications Pvt Ltd
(NCPL).

It intended to develop creativity,
meaningful learning, critical reading
and thinking skills that brought out the
inherent abilities of the students. The
vision of KAMP was to identify and
capture scientific and technological
temperament in students to make
India a global leader in the field of sci-
ence, technology and humanities.

Kanpur,  Prof  Narendra
Moh an  on  Tu e s d ay
informed that the NSI will
org an i s e  ‘E xe c ut ive
Development Programme’
on virtual platform from
August 23 to 25. The pro-
gramme will be conducted
for senior officials from
sugar, alcohol and allied
units and such officials from
reputed units from  India
and  ove rs e a s ,  l i ke
Indonesia, Nigeria, Kenya
and Nepal were likely to
attend it. He said NSI was
organising this programme

every year and it had proved
to be of immense utility for
the sugar and allied indus-
try and this was the reason
why one got overwhelming
response from the industry
across the globe. 

He said the programme
wi l l  b e  inaugurated  by
Su d hanshu  Pande y,
Secretary (Food & Public
Distribution), Government
of India and lectures will be
delivered by institute facul-
ty and eminent experts from
other organisations too for
delivering lectures on the
topics related to project
management,  improving
productivity at work place,
modelling of sugar industry,

production of green energy,
diversifications and sugar
consumption patterns.

He said the NSI had
invited Arvind Chudasama,
E d itor-  i n - C h i e f ,
International Sugar Journal,
London, to talk about sugar
production-consumption
scenario and investment
patterns in sugar industry
globally. He said apart from
this another talk will be
d e l ive re d  by  D r  Wi r at
Vanicsr iratna,  Kasetsart
University, Thailand on pro-
duction of bio-plastics from
bagasse. A special leclture
‘Self Sustainable Model of
Sugar Industr y’  wi l l  be
delivered by Prof Mohan.
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District Magistrate Visakh G
Iyer while inspecting the

Mother and Child Care Ward
at LLR Hospital on Tuesday
said this was the much-await-
ed facility in the Paediatric
department. He said in case the
child was seriously ill and
admitted there was little provi-
sion for the mother to stay with
the baby or the child. He said
thus it had been decided to
ensure that in such cases this
ward will cater to the medical
needs of not only the child but
pregnant mothers as well.

He directed the head of
department, Children Hospital,
Dr Yeshwant Rao to ensure that
every care was provided to the
children admitted in the hospi-
tal and to facilitate the presence
of mothers with the children.
He said it was really a cause of
concern that while the child was
alone on bed in the hospital the
mothers were made to cool
their heels outside the ward all
day and night. He said this pro-
ject was much awaited and
today it had been fulfilled. He
appealed to masses to avail
themselves of the facility.

He said children’s hospitals
were set up to provide optimal
care to infants, children and
adolescents in a specific envi-
ronment where parents were

admitted and where special
needs of children were catered
to.  He said no other system
currently offered so many
advantages as the multidiscipli-
nary teams with their paedia-
tricians, surgeons, anaesthetists,
intensive care specialists and all
the allied health professionals
who can add their knowledge
to the quality of care.

Dr Rao said mother and
child hospitals were highly
important because high-risk
pregnancies had made proxim-

ity of such hospitals necessary
to providing proper care to the
fragile child, but also to the
mother, transported to the
maternity before delivery. He
said grouping maternity units
together to reach a sufficient
number of births was critical for
reducing both infant and moth-
er mortality rates. 

He said neonatal malfor-
mations that required quick,
well-controlled surgical inter-
ventions can only be corrected
by teams with a critical mass in

terms of number of cases and
health professionals. He said
high-risk deliveries represent-
ed only six per cent of all
births. He said the mother
under high-risk maternity prior
to delivery safeguarded the
activity and funding of the
referring centre. He said in the
times to come demands of
families or mother and specif-
ic child situations will trans-
form some paediatric hospital-
isations requiring new organi-
sations.

Cash and valuables worth around Rs 3
lakh were stolen from two houses in

Shahampur Koat village under Bilhaur
police station area late on Monday night.
Police have started the investigation. Rama
Kant Kashyap of the village, a labourer, is
also engaged in agricultural work. He said
on Monday night after dinner all the fam-
ily members slept on the rooftop. Late at
night the miscreants entered his house by
removing the bricks of the back wall and
committed the theft. 

They broke open the locks of the box
and took away Rs 1.39 lakh cash and jew-
ellery all worth around Rs 2.50 lakh from
it. Miscreants also took away the box with

them. On Tuesday morning when his
wife came down she found the household
goods ransacked and the box containing
cash and jewellery missing from the
room.

In another incident, miscreants also
stole Rs 7,800 cash and jewellery all worth
around Rs 50,000 from the house of
Sushil Kashyap residing in the same local-
ity. They also took away the jewellery box
with them. 

Both the empty boxes were recovered
from the field on the outskirt of the vil-
lage on Tuesday morning.

SSI Neeraj Babu said investigation is
on in the matter and claimed that the
thieves will be nabbed soon.
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Head of Department of Biotechnology,
Axis Institute of Technology, Dr Sudhir

Garg, while addressing a virtual seminar on
‘Biofuels’ on the eve of World Biofuel Day on
Tuesday said the day is celebrated in fond
memory of Sir Rudolf Diesel, who created the
diesel engine and had used peanut oil to run
an engine. He said being farsighted man he
visioned the possibility of fossil fuels being
replaced by vegetable oil as a practical source
of energy in the future. 

He said biofuels were environmentally
friendly fuels whose use would go a long way
in reducing carbon emissions. He said biofu-
els will help reduce reliance on crude oil. He
said biofuels had low potential for human tox-
icity and are readily biodegradable. He said
it was made from renewable resources and rel-
atively less-flammable compared to fossil
diesel. He said it was cleaner fuels, which
meant they produced fewer emissions on
burning. Dr Garg said with goals such as
reducing drop-in biofuel costs, it aimed to
“enable high-value products from biomass or
waste resources” and reduction in the cost of
producing biopower.  He said biofuels were
adaptable to current engine designs and per-
formed very well in most conditions. He said
there was no need for engine conversion. He
said it kept the engine running for longer,
required less maintenance and brought down
overall pollution check costs. He said biofu-
els were made from many different sources
such as manure, waste from crops, other
byproducts, algae and plants grown specifi-
cally for the fuel.

Shekhar while inspecting the
museum at Green Park Stadium
said every effort was being made
to ensure that the museum
became one of the most popular
place for cricket lovers. He said
one can identify a historical
object which can then be added
to the museum. He said the sec-
ond phase of construction of the
vistors gallery will be completed
and will be thrown open to the
people. He said it was highly
encouraging to note that the
intellingentsia had contributed

immensely for the museum and
many people had donated rare
artefacts to this museum  which
were treasure of cricket history.
He appreciated the philanthropy
of  Babbu Lamba who had donat-
ed quite a few rare objects to this
museum. He said the artefacts
which had been donated by
Lamba were related to the glori-
ous past of this Green Park sta-
dium. He said there was a time
when people used to witness
cricket test matches (1944)
through binoculars and Lamba
donated a very old  British
binocular for the museum. He
said in 1978 when the match
between India and West Indies

was played here in Green Park
Bullworker (a fitness equipment)
was used and today it was an
object to admire. He said a few
paperweights, iceboxes ink and
pens of 1944 and books and
newspaper cuttings of 1950 were
also donated to the museum.

The DC said cricketers in
1942 used fish hooks to fish in
Ganga and they had also been
added to the treasures of the
museum. 

He said a water filter was also
used for cricketers in 1942 and
it had also been included in the
old objects in the museum. He
displayed the two old locks with
keys used to lock the main gates

of Green Park Stadium. He said
this museum will be exclusive
and will reflect the glorious past
of this famous international
cricket stadium. Dr Shekhar said
the museum  will also have a
cafetaria, acivity zone, memora-
bilia centre, sovenier shop and
play area.  

He said it was a matter of
happiness that these rare objects
had been donated and will be the
pride of this museum. He then
handed over certificate of appre-
ciation to people who had donat-
ed the rare obects to the muse-
um. Deputy Director, Green Park
and several others were present
